1. Know that the quantity of oxygen in the blood plasma is a small fraction compared to that in the hemoglobin

2. Know a description of the larynx: it is made of thyroid cartilage

3. Know the order that air passes thru the tubules: epiglottis, trachea, 1 bronchus, 2nd bronchus, tertiary bronchioles, terminal bronchioles

4. Know basic types of lung cancer are: adenocarcinoma, squamous cell carcinoma, and small cell carcinoma

5. Know the 5 evens of respiration

6. Know the 3 parts of pharynx

7. Know that during fetal life, the lungs are filled with fluid and the chest walls become more rigid with age

8. Know that the diaphragm is responsible for abdominal breathing

9. Know that vocal sounds result from forcing air out over vocal cords

10. Know the possible causes of hypoxia ( lack of oxygen) include too little oxygen, obstructed trachea, pneumonia or large functional dead spaces in the lungs

11. Know the function of the nose

12. Know that carbon monoxide poisoning is due to carbon monoxide having a high affinity for hemoglobin

13. Define tidal volume , vital capacity, inspiratory reserve

14. Know an example of respiratory movement

15. Know that the medulla and pons are the respiratory control centers

16. Know that oxygen and carbon dioxide are exchanged in the lungs  by diffusion

17. Know that the auditory tubes drain into the nasophayrnx

18. Know that as the respiratory conducting tubes become smaller, the cartilage rings are replaced by irregular cartilage plates, that the mucosal epithelium thins and the smooth muscle amounts increase

19. Know  that the RBCs count increases after a while when a person goes from a low to high altitude because the concentration of oxygen  and total atmospheric pressure is lower at high altitudes 

20. Know that in hyperventilation it results in an increase in blood pH

21. Know that ciliated mucous lining in the nose protects the respiratory system from dust and dirt particles
