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Drowsiness, dizziness, ringing in the ears, heartburn, nausea and/or vomiting, small amounts Of bIoOC I ST

Caution: Aspirin should not be given to children or teenagers for flu symptoms or chickenpox. Aspirin has been
associated with the development of Reye's syndrome, a dangerous disorder characterized by disorientation and

lethargy, leading to coma.

Blood pressure medications, arthritis medications such as Motrin, blood thinners, diuretics, diabetes medications

including insulin, seizure medications, steroids such as prednisone.

Adults and children over 12 - 650 mg every four to six hours

Children up to 2 years of age—Dose must be determined by your doctor.
Children 2 to 4 years of age—160 mg every four hours as needed.
Children 4 to 6 years of age—240 mg every four hours as needed.
Children 6 to 9 years of age—320 to 325 mg every four hours as needed.

Botulism Antitoxin

Type of drug - antitoxin

Indication:

Neutralizes toxins produced by C. botulinum by binding to the toxin in circulation and halts progression of
symptoms; does not reverse existing symptoms.

Dose:
Adult - 2 vials of 10,000 IU IV

Pediatric - not established. Inquire about dosing guidelines when obtaining antitoxin from CDC.

Contraindications:’
Documented hypersensitivity

Interactions:
None reported

Side effects: -

Allergic reaction (hives, serum sickness, anap{ylaxis)
Calamine Lotion

Type of drug — topical antihistamine

Use: .
Relieve itching

Warning — Do not apply to open sores, external use only.
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Type of drug - antibiotic

indication:

Far, nose, throat, respiratory tract, urinary tract, and skin infections caused by specific bacteria, including staph,
strep, and E. coli.

Treatment of sore or strep throat, pneumonia, and tonsillitis.

Common side effects:
Diarrhea, hives, itching

Interactions:
Certain antibiotics, diuretics such as Lasix, blood thinners

Dose:
Adults - 250 mg every 8 hours.

Children - 20 mg per 2.2 pounds of body weight per day divided into smaller doses and taken every 8 or 12
hours.

Codeine
Type of drug - narcotic

Use:
Relieve coughs and chest congestion, helps thin and loosen mucus in the lungs, cough suppressant.

Common side effects:
Constipation, nausea, pinpoint pupils of the eye, vomiting, drowsiness

Contraindications:
Blood problems, hypersensitivity, or liver disease

Interactions:
Alcohol, antihistamines (such as Benadryl), anti-anxiety or anti-depressant drugs, sedatives

Dose:
Adults and children over 12 years - 2 teaquonluls every 4 hours, not to exceed 12 teaspoonfuls in 24 hours.

Children 6 to 12 years - 1 teaspoonful every 4 hours, not to exceed 6 teaspoonfuls in 24 hours.

Children under 6 years - 1 milligram per 2.2 pounds of body weight, divided into 4 small doses.

Diphenhydramine Hydrochloride (Benadryl)
Type of drug - antihistamine

Indication: 4 ,
Relieve red, inflamed eyes caused by food allergies and the itching, swelling, and redness from hives and other

rashes that are caused by mild allergic reactions, sneezing, coughifg, runny or stuffy nose, and red, teary,
itching eyes caused by seasonal allergies (hay fever) and the comron cold. Reduce itching and swelling and

dry up secretions from the nose, eyes, and throat.
Allergic reactions to blood transfusions, to prevent and treat motion sickness, and, with other drugs, to treat

anaphylactic shock and Parkinson’s disease. .:
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Disturbed coordination, dizziness, excessive calm, increased chest congestion, sleepiness, stomach upset

Interactions: .
Antidepressant drugs (MAO inhibitors), sedative/hypnotics, tranquilizers, alcohol.

Dose:
Adults - 25 to 50 mg 3 or 4 times daily.

Children - 12.5 to 25 mg, 3 to 4 times daily.

Erythromycin
Type of drug - antibiotic

Indications:
Acute pelvic inflammatory disease & syphilis, gonorrhea, intestinal parasitic infections, Legionnaires’ disease.

pinkeye, skin infections, upper and lower respiratory tract infections including whooping cough, urinary tract
infections, prevention of rheumatic fever in people who are allergic to penicillin and sulfa drugs. It is prescribed
before colorectal surgery to prevent infection.

Contraindications:
Hypersensilivity. pregnancy, kidney, liver, or heart disease.

More common side effects may include:
Abdominal pain, diarrhea, loss of appetite, nausea, vomiting.

Interactions:
Blood thinners, seizure medications, bronchodilators (Theophyline).

Dose:

Adults

Streptococcal Infections - 333 mg every 8 hours.

Intestinal Infections - 500 mg every 12 hours for 10 to 14 days.
Legionnaires’ Disease — 1 to 4 grams daily, divided into smaller doses.

Children - 30 to 50 mg daily for each 2.2 pounds of body weight for 10to 14 days'_

Human Rabies Immunoglobulin

Type of drug - immunoglobulin 4

Indication: s
Indicated for persons known or suspected to have been exposed to the rabies virus and is used in conjunction

with the rabies vaccine; given for mucous membrane exposure to saliva i.e. licks, and all single and multiple
bites or scratches inflicted by a suspected rabid animal. )

Contraindications:
Known hypersensitivity. i

Dose (Adults and children): 4

20 IU per kilogram body. mass administered at the same time, but dta different anatomical site. as the vaccine
Infiltrate the entiré dose of Rabigam IM into the depth of and around the wound.if anatomically possible. Admir
ister the remainder of the dose by deep intramuscular injection at a site separate from that.used for the vaccine
Ensure that the wound has been adequately infiltrated-with immunoglobulin locally before suturing, if suturing i

necessary.
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Pain and tenderness at the injection site. Headache, fever, chills, flushing, lightheadedness, backache, nausez

and cutaneous reactions have been reported.

Human Tetanus Immunoglobulin
Type of drug - immunoglobulin

Indication:
Patients with wounds possibly or actually contaminated by Clostridium tetani

Dose (Adults and children):

Prophylaxis - 250 IU in patients 10 years and older. 500 IU if 24 hours have passed since injury or if there is a
risk of heavy contamination.

Clinical tetanus - 3000 IU - 6000 IU as a single dose.

Common side effects:
Local reactions, with pain and tenderness may occur at the injection site. Fever, chills, flushing,

lightheadedness, backache, nausea and cutaneous reactions have also been reported.

Isoniazid

Indication:
Tuberculosis (including for prevention of reactivation).

Contraindications:
Liver disease, seizure disorders, alcohol abuse, previous reaction to drug

Interaction:
Acetaminophen, anabolic steroids, androgens, estrogens and oral contraceptives, gold salts for arthritis,

Antabuse
Foods - Swiss or Cheshire cheese, tunafish, skipjack fish, or sardines

Dose: )
Adults - 300 mg once a day * .
Children - 4.5 to 9.1 mg per pound of body weight, up to 300 mg, once a day

More common side effects:
Diarrhea, stomach pain

Metronidazole (Flagyl)
Type of drug — antiprotozoal, antibacterial

Indication:
Certain vaginal and urinary tract infections, infections of the abdomen, skin, bones and joints, brain, lungs, anc

heart caused by certain bacteria. -
Amebic dysentery and liver abscess

Common side effects: |3
Abdominal cramps, constipation, diarrhea, neaqache. loss of appe(ié, nausea, upset stomach, vomiting

Interactions: . . :
Alcohol, blood thinners, Tagamet, Antabuse, lithium, phenobarbital
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Amebic dysentery - 750 mg taken by mouth 3 times daily for 5 to 10 days.

Anaerobic bacterial infections - 7.5 mg per 2.2 pounds of body weight every 6 hours.

Children
Amebiasis - 35 to 50 mg for each 2.2 pounds, per day, divided into 3 doses taken for 10 days.

Nafcillin
Type of drug - antibiotic

Indication:
Infections by penicillinase-producing staphylococci. As initial therapy if staphylococcal infection is suspected

(i.e., until results of culture have been obtained).

Contraindications:
Use for treatment of penicillin G-susceptible staphylococcus.

Common Side Effects:
Sterile abscesses and thrombophlebitis occur frequently, especially in the elderly.

Interactions:
Decreases effectiveness of cyclosporine.

Dosage

Adults: 250-500 mg every 4-6 hr.

Pneumonia/scarlet fever.

Children: 25 mg/kg/day in four divided doses.

Staphylococcal infections.

Children: 50 mg/kg/day in four divided doses. Neonates: 10 mg/kg 3-4 times a day.

Streptococcal pharyngitis.
Children: 250 mg 3 times a day for 10 days.

Penicillin V

Type of drug - antibiotic

Indication:

Mild to moderate infections of upper respiratory tract streptococcal infections (including scarlet fever), mild to
moderate upper respiratory tract pneumococcal_mtections (including otitis media), mild staphylococcal infections

of the skin and soft tissue, Lyme disease.

Contraindications: "
Do not use penicillin V to treat severe pneumonia, meningitis, and other severe infections

Interactions:
Decreases the effectiveness of oral contraceptives. Neomycin decreases the absorption of penicillin V

Dose:
Adults and children over 12 years - 125-250 mg every 6-8 hr for 10‘days
Children under 12 years - 500 mg every 8 hours for 10 days. v

Lyme disease treatment - 250-500 mg every 6 hours for 10-20 days
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Type of drug - steroid

Indication: oy
Asthma, severe allergic reactions, certain cancers, systemic lupus erythematosus, eye diseases, multiple
sclerosis, tuberculosis, meningitis, prevention of organ rejection, rheumatoid arthritis, ulcerative colitis, throat

edema in mononucleosis.

Common side effects:
Euphoria, insomnia, mood changes, personality changes, psychotic behavior, severe depression, fluid retention

and high blood pressure.

Common side effects with extended use:

viral or fungal eye infection, cataracts, or glaucoma.

Cushing’s syndrome, marked by weight gain, a “moon-faced” appearance, thin, fragile skin, muscle weakness,
brittle bones, and purplish stripe marks on the skin

Bone fractures, bruising, bulging eyes, congestive heart failure, convulsions, distended abdomen, face redness,
glaucoma, headache, hives and other allergic-type reactions, increased pressure inside eyes or skull, inflamed
esophagus or pancreas, irregular menstrual periods, muscle weakness or disease, osteoporosis, peptic ulcer,
poor healing of wounds, stunted growth (in children), sweating, thin, fragile skin, vertigo

Contraindications:

A body-wide fungus infection, such as candidiasis or cryptococcosis.

No smallpox vaccination or any other immunization while taking this drug.

May reactivate a dormant case of tuberculosis.

There is a potential danger that the cornea will become perforated in patients with eye infections caused by the
herpes simplex virus.

Patients with the following conditions: diverticulitis or other disorder of the intestine, high blood pressure, kidney
disorder, osteoporosis (brittle bones), peptic ulcer, ulcerative colitis (inflammation ofthebowel). Long-term
treatment with prednisone may stunt growth if this medication is given to a child. Chickenpox or measles can be
very serious or even fatal in both children and adults who are taking this drug.

Interactions:
Blood thinners, estrogen or oral contraceptives, phenobarbital, diuretics, Rifampin (tuberculosis medication)

May decrease carbohydrate tolerance or activate a latent case of diabetes. Those already taking insulin or oral
.medication for diabetes, may need an increased dosage. g

Dose:
Ranges from 5 mg to 60 mg a day. Once the patient responds to the drug, the dose will be gradually lowered to

the minimum effective amount.
Multiple sclerosis - 200 mg per day may be given for a week, followed by 80 mg every other day for a month.

Rabies Vaccine
Type of drug - vaccination

Indication:
Prophylaxis for persons who have been exposed to an animal that is known, or thought, to have rabies. or t0

persons who have a high risk of getting infected with rabies virus. (veterinarians, animal handlers, travelers who
will spend more than 1 month in countries having a high rate of rabies infection, and persons who live, work, or
take vacations in wild areas of the country where they are likely lo::ome into contact with wild animals).
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Adults and children

Pre-exposure prophylaxis )
One dose on the first day, then one dose 3, 7, 14, and 28 days later. Inject into'the muscle of the upper arm.

Inject into the upper thigh of small children.
First dose should be accompanied by rabies immunoglobulin.

Post-exposure prophylaxis if the patient has received rabies vaccine in the past:
Adults and children—one dose on the first day, then one dose 3 days later for a total of two doses. The vaccine
is injected into the muscle in the upper arm. It is injected into the upper thigh of small children.

Common Side Effects:
Chills, dizziness, fever, general feeling of discomfort or illness, headache, itching/pain/redness/swelling at the

place of injection, muscle or joint aches, nausea, stomach or abdomenal pain, tiredness or weakness.

Rifampin
Type of drug - antibiotic

Indication:
Mycobacterial infections, leprosy, prevention of Haemophilus influenzae infection, serious staphylococcal

(bacterial) infections, tuberculosis, meningitis bacteria carrier

Interactions:
Acetaminophen (Tylenol), anabolic steroids, alcohol, androgens (male hormones), Antabuse, gold salts for

arthritis, blood thinners, oral antidiabetics, bronchodilators (T! heophyliine), estrogen and oral contraceptives
containing estrogen

Dose:
For tuberculosis:

Adults - 600 mg (mg) once a day.
Infants and children - dose based on body weight to be determined by the doctor.

Common side effects:
Diarrhea, stomach cramps, reddish-orange to reddish-brown discoloration of urine, stool, saliva, sputum, sweat,
and tears.

Tetanus Antitoxin

Type of drug - antitoxin

Indication:
Prevent and/or treat tetanus infection

Dose:
Prevention of tetanus infection - adults and children—one dose injected into a muscle.

Treatment of tetanus infection - adults and children—one dose injected into a muscle.

Common Side Effects:
Difficulty in breathing and swallowing “feeling of discomfort, fever, hives, itching, muscle aches, rash, reddening

of skin (especially around ears), swelling of eyes, face, or inside of r;ose. swelling of joints, swollen lymph
glands, unusual tiredness or weakness. v
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Type of drug - antibiotic

Indication:
Broad-spectrum antibiotic used to treat bacterial infections (such as Rocky Mountain spotted fever, typhus fever

and tick fevers), upper respiratory infections, pneumonia, gonorrhea, amoebic infections, urinary tract infections

severe acne, conjunctivitis (pinkeye).
Alternative drug for people who are allergic to penicillin.

Common side effects:
Anemia, blood disorders, blurred vision and headache, diarrhea, difficult or painful swallowing, dizziness, genita

or anal sores or rash, hives, inflammation of the tongue, increased sensitivity to light, loss of appetite, nausea,
rash, ringing in the ears, swelling due to fluid accumulation, vision disturbances, vomiting.

Interactions: .
Antacids containing aluminum, calcium, or magnesium, blood thinners, oral contraceptives, penicillin.

Food interaction — milk or dairy products

Dose:

Adults
Most infections - 1 to 2 grams divided into 2 or 4 equal doses

Brucellosis - 500 mg 4 times daily for 3 weeks

Children 8 years and older - 10 to 20 mg per pound of body weight divided into.2.or 4 equal doses.

Zanamivir
Type of drug - antiviral

indication:
Hasten recovery from the flu when started within the first 2 days of illness.

Side effects may include:
Abdominal pain, bronchitis, cough, diarrhea, dizziness, ear infection, headache, fatigue, fever, hives. joint pain,

nuscle ache, nasal infection, nasal symptoms, nausea, sinus inflammation, throat infection, vomiting

Contraindications:
patients with asthma or other chronic pulmonary disorders.

Interactions:
none cited

Dose:
Adults and children 7 years and older - 2 inhalations twice a day, ‘approximately 12 hours apart, for 5 days

Children under 7 years - safety and efficacy have not been established.
