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Vibrio cholera: gram negative, slightly curved

Veillonella: gram negative coccus found as normal flora in mouth
Spirilium minor: spirochete causes ratbite fever
Noccardioforms: acid fast bacteria that infects the lungs
Treponema palladium: spirochete causes syphilis

Bacillus: acrobic spore forming rod causes anthrax
staphylococci: causes food poisoning and abscess and boils
Haemophilus influenza: causes meningitis

. Corybacterium: causes diphtheria
