
[image: image1.jpg]Encephalitis — inflammation of the brain.

External — outside the body.

Hemolysis — destruction of red blood cells. in bacteria cultures, the bacteria may break down the blood cells in
blood agar, leaving a clear ring around the bacteria. -

Hypersensmvity — showing a reaction to or being allergic to a substance, such as a medicine.

1gA, 1gG, IgM — three different Kinds of antibodies.

Inflammation —a local tissue response to injury, characterized by redness, swelling, pain, and heat.
Ingestion — swallowing of food or other substances.

Injection — delivery of a fluid, such as medication, into the muscle, blood vessel, cavity, etc. of a body.
Lesion — part of a tissue that has been structurally changed due to disease, usually including @ wound.

Lymph nodes — small glands that filter Iymph (a pale fluid that transports useful substances around the body
and carries bacteria, etc. from body tissues to prevent infection). .

Malaise — a feeling of ill being or poor health.
Meningitis — inflammation of the fining around the spine and brain.
Orally — taken by mouth.

Posterior — towards the rear.

Reye’s Syndrome —2 sometimes fatal illness in children and teens that can occur after taking aspirin to treat
the flu or flu-like symptoms.

Seizures — a Nervous system reaction leading to sudden onset of involuntary rhythmic muscle contractions.
Serology — diagnostic examination of blood serum, especially tests to detect the presence of antibodies.

Serum — the liquid portion of the blood that remains after clotted blood and the clotling elements are removed.
Does not include any red or white blood cells.

Sputum — material discharged from the respiratory passages-. It may contain saliva, mucus, pus. microorgan-
isms, blood, and inhaled particles.

Synthetic — manmade, especially chemically, in imitation of natural substances. -
Titer — the me_asuremem of the concentration of medication or antibodies found in blood and serum. Titers are
useful in determining the adequacy of & person‘s‘immunity-lo a disease or if a person 1S receiving the

appropriate dose of a medication.

Toxin — Poison.

WBC — white blood cells — help the body fight infections.
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
